Correspondence:
	No members of the public attended. 

Mr Dave Evans from ‘Crime Beat’ the Police Charity attended the meeting; distributed information packs and application forms for funding of schemes and projects. He spoke about the charity seeking to prevent young people from being drawn into crime and anti social behaviour adopting an ethos of good citizenship.

Minutes of the Meeting held 2nd June 2010, were confirmed as a true and correct record, after the council agreed to overrule B Barton’s many objections. Prop: Paul Burkhill, Sec: Glenys Roberts. Chair signed.

It was suggested that future minutes were written in less detail - less for objections to be raised.

Council wished to congratulate Cllr Andy Roberts’ mother Mrs. Anne Roberts on being made M.B.E for services to North Wales Police – Unison Representative on this years Queens Birthday Honours.  

1. D.C.C. contractors have cut Graianrhyd Playing Field’s grass. 

2. Council thanked Clerk for arranging the grant for the new notice board in the Llanarmon bus shelter. It was agreed that the ‘no ball games’ sign would stay on the side of the bus shelter. Councillors thanked for putting up the signs at the playing field entrance in Llanarmon.

3. Clerk reported that no burial ground what-so-ever could be cleared then reused for burials in Wales. 

4. Still waiting LCC land valuations - on the September agenda. Councillors will meet at the burial land site in Llanarmon in September at 7pm before the meeting.

5. Clerk reported she had been successfully allocated F.O.C. from ‘Tidy Towns’ eight new flower planters for around the village. She had also gained D.C.C. Highway permission.

6. Clerk confirmed receiving all three quotations for repairs to the play equipment in Llanarmon playing field. Contractor starting ASAP.

7. New information signs have been erected at Hen Ardd. Requested logos of sponsors are included.

8. Only one entry has been received for the new logo competition, for the community council. 

9. Clerk has contacted D.C.C. regarding help with the gardens and prickly hedge outside the OAP bungalows in Maes Garmon, Llanarmon. D.C.C. housing agreed to visit the site. 

10. Confirmation received from D.C.C. that a replacement stile for footpath from Maes Ial to Plas Farm was available and waiting installation.

11. C Evans confirmed the Royal Mail are processing with arrangements /consultations to establish a core portable sub-postmaster, by August at The Raven once a week for a two-hour session, on Thursday’s 12pm-2pm. She requested that the service is used as this could result in the sessions being increased. 

12. B Barton complained the webpage was not kept up-to-date and needed a webmaster. The Chair and Councillors repeatedly requested he stopped talking and listened. The Chair stated she had updated the webpage as the Clerk had previously reported computer problems. 

B Barton had insisted on non-stop speaking on every matter from the previous minutes. Councillors acknowledged that he had missed three months of meetings, due to his suspension, but the continuous interrupting and non-stop speaking was wasting their time did not show an equal opportunity for fellow Councillors or consideration for the Chair or the Clerk. He was requested to stop speaking. He was asked to stop haranguing the Clerk and to respect the Chair. He replied to the effect that you couldn’t make a person respect another it has to be earned. Several Councillors were outraged by this remark; the Chair stopped the meeting at 8.10pm. 

The Clerk stated she no longer wanted the job of Clerk. Several Councillors urged and pleaded with B Barton to stop talking and just to shut up for his own sake, before this community council made an official complaint. It was suggested that all Councillors should leave the meeting. It was then suggested that B Barton be asked to leave. Following further discussion, Councillors eventually continued at 8.45pm.  

Planning:  A roberts, G Roberts and H Jones DECLARED an interest in LDP.  They or family have land involved in planning. 

B Barton stated he has only recently received confirmation that the funding from D.C.C. for the Llanarmon Playing Field car-park project is still available. He agreed to forward the Chair and the Clerk a copy of this confirmation. The D.C.C. funding was reported to be in place until September. After much discussion the Council voted to agree to the project continuing, only on the following conditions; - B Barton provided the Chair with a detailed schedule of work, and costings and they are kept within the said budget. The Chair is kept informed of all proposed spending and kept fully updated. All work is completed by the deadline of 30th September. Prop: M Holland Sec. H Jones. 

Dog Fouling leaflets are ready G Jones, C Evans, and members of the youth club will volunteer to assist PCSO Timothy Parker in delivering them. Dog fouling is an unpleasant and anti-social problem spoiling our community. Local dog owners are requested to show more consideration.

1. P Burkhill and Clerk attended a site meeting at Graianrhyd with D.C.C. John Williams, to have the 30mph sign relocated following the installation of a double-headed lamp. 

A hedge also needs trimming back; P Burkhill will meet with the owner. Trees on the edge of the estate cutback will improve the line of vision. Future speed limit reviews and surveys of all roads in Wales, may give an opportunity for moving the sign again thereby lengthening the 30mph area.  

2. D.C.C. J Williams informed C Evans, that the relocation in Llanarmon of the 30mph sign further down the hill might also be possible. 

3. Councillors and Clerk visited the Graig Quarry; this was a most interesting visit. Clerk sent letter of thanks to Manager Richard Sanderson.

Council was informed that LCC accounts were ready for collection from the Internal Auditor. Some new instructions have been received, and the Clerk is awaiting advice on the changes to the certification and approval process from WAO concerning the new regulations and how they affect the community council. Council instructed the Clerk to complain to the WAO for making the audit unnecessarily more complicated and time consuming. LCC delegated powers to Chair and Clerk for payment of accounts until September’s Meeting, acknowledging the Internal Auditor still has the chequebook.

D.C.C. Local Development Plan 2006-2021 publication of the alternative sites register consultation. Document deadline to respond has been extended to 30th August. Details are also on the internet. B Barton took the old LDP and alternative sites register.  M Holland also took a copy of the alternative sites – these will be circulated around members due to the deadline. Councillors agreed to individually write directly, if they wish to make comments as there are changes concerning Llanarmon.

Additional planning comments being added to D.C.C. after the LCC meeting, on 15/2010/0279/PF Gweryd Lodge, planning application was thought to be disturbing by A Roberts. He felt the potential implications of the actions taken by County Cllr C Evans was disturbing, including the defamatory remarks made on her blog. The Chair and several Councillors also felt disappointed with the comments made on the blog, as they were unnecessary.

C Evans confirmed her support for this development: requesting that Councillors should go and see planning sites, particularly as business opportunities in ANOB are very hard to get approved. She would not retract her comment on her blog. 

Although, it was appreciated that A Roberts was indeed a very knowledgeable planning community councillor; the request that the Clerk included more details in replies to D.C.C. Planning Dept, was not by the majority felt required. General observations and comments were sufficient not in-depth knowledge of planning law. A Roberts left the meeting. 

No report.

The Chair declared the meeting closed at 10pm. No further items were discussed, most Councillors and Clerk stated  ‘they had just had enough’.
