10. Code of Conduct of a Councillor

	1. The Council was advised that the stone and sand would be donated and delivered free of charge by Lafarge for the new car park in Llanarmon yn Ial Playing Field. 

2. Following a discussion the Council voted to no longer have items placed on the agenda unless there is something to be reported or needs attending to. Therefore, both Hen Ardd and Llanarmon yn Ial Playing Field will no longer be kept as standing items on the agenda when there is nothing to report. Prop. C Evans Sec. H Jones. B Barton wished it recorded that he was not in favour of this.

3. Welsh Language Scheme - the sub committee (M Holland, G Jones, G Roberts, and H Jones) had met to produce a scheme. Copies will be made available for the Council to adopt.

4. Chair reported he still has daffodil bulbs available if anyone would like to plant them. 

5. Clerk had reported that the digital TV signal is weak in the Llanarmon area; also indoor aerials receive a weaker signal than outdoor ones.

6. Chair had visited D Parks and gave him advice regarding his dry-stone walling project.

PC Osian Davies Community Police Officer couldn’t attend the meeting. PC Tim Parker and Rhys Watkins Special Constable attended in his place. They reported that the crime rate in the area has fallen. However, members of the public should be aware of: -

a. Due to the increase in the value of scrap metal, items around farms are being stolen i.e. more farmyard-gates etc resulting in problems of livestock getting on to roads. 

b. In Ruthin town centre there had been several reports of men claiming to work for the Welsh Water Board, then stealing items on gaining entrance to people’s homes. Please ask for clear identity.

c. For non-emergency Police calls please ring 101, this is a 24-hour number. Always call 999 when there is immediate danger or you witness a crime-taking place.

d. Inconsiderate parking problems in the village were reported. This could be reduced if residents parked their vehicles on their own driveways.  

e. Dog Fouling problem in the village. Police informed the meeting that if caught dog owners would be charged a £75 instant fine. If contested and the case went to court the fine is usually around £500. In areas a policy of ‘Name & Shame’ in newspapers and on the webpage has been successful in reducing this anti-social problem. Council requested Police cadets distribute leaflets first, to inform locals of this action. Following this warning the Council agreed that ‘Name & Shame’ was the way forward, to reducing dog-fouling problems in our community.

1. G Jones, G Roberts, M Holland and C Evans will attend training on Code of Conduct 21st April 6pm-8pm County Offices Wynnstay Road, Ruthin.

2. Clerk and Chair attended an excellent meeting D.C.C. Chief Executive Dr Mohammed Mehmet, Leader of the Council and a D.C.C. officer. Many items discussed: - Highways – potholes and poor maintenance, drainage and snow clearing. D.C.C. has purchased a new type of road-surface repair machine and are very hopeful of a better quality of pothole repairs. Clearing the snow by local contractors may be possible in future severe weather conditions, with the delegated appropriate budget. Grass cutting – D.C.C. acknowledged that cutting once a year was a mistake, agreed for two cuts for next year. Dog-Fouling – D.C.C. problems with who will empty the bins. Recycling service – to be reviewed. Planning – community councils would like to be told the reasons behind planning decisions. Affordable Housing due to the economic climate few housing schemes are being built. A full feedback report will follow. 

There followed a discussion after B Barton was rude to a fellow Councillor. B Barton stated he had a medical disability. He informed the Council that he does and says things that others do not like. The Chair requested that he should temper his attitude to others, as the way he speaks to fellow Councillors is regularly offensive. His unnecessary, continual interrupting only wastes time; so please would he not conduct himself in this way. Councillors advised B Barton if he could not conduct himself with out being rude to others then perhaps he should seek medical advice.

County Councillor Christine Evans reported to the community council: -

1.The Royal Mail proposed to permanently close the Post Office in Llanarmon yn Ial village. The community council were unaware of this decision; we were under the impression that the closure was only temporary. There has been no consultation what-so-ever with the council or members of the public. Considering, that this Post Office met the previous criteria for Post Offices to remain open, in the last round of closures, we were rather shocked and disappointed that equipment is being removed so quickly. Llanarmon yn Ial has a large population; there are no buses that our elderly residents can use to other villages to collect their pensions. We have no bank in the village and no other way for people to gain payment of their various allowances. We have a second and alternative location available that of The Raven Pub. This is now a community pub, which is in the heart of the village and is able to accommodate the post office counter services. Council voted in support of letters being sent. Prop. C Evan Sec G Jones.

2.DCC Council tax has gone up by 2.5% - the joint lowest in Wales. Llanarmon precept is unchanged.

3.Cllr Evans reported that she had also been busy with homelessness problems.
