	The Council agreed that the projects for the benefit of the community should now make progress: -

1. Costs of flowers beds/planters for around six village road signs- Clerk will check about planning permission.

2. The purchase of the signs for the Playing Field, and bus-shelter was agreed by the council.
3. Mr G Williams AONB Officer has accepted the application for a grant from the Sustainable Development Fund, for 50% match-funding of £1000; for a new notice board in the Llanarmon bus shelter, and repairs to the old one at the church gates. Council voted in favour of supporting this for £500 approx. Prop: M Holland Sec. G Roberts

4. Council instructed the Clerk to have repairs carried out to the play equipment in Llanarmon playing field. As reported by councillors in the Risk Assessment - exposed wires, worn-out platforms, a gate spring, and a loose step.

5. Council agreed that £1500 was held in the budget for Graianrhyd Play equipment.

6. Council voted and agreed that two streetlights should be purchased. One at Graianrhyd to allow the relocation of 30mph sign past Maes Gwyn (council house estate) and the bus shelter. Second street lamp is needed in Llanarmon on the Llandegla Road, again to allow relocation of 30mph sign further down the hill. This item will be placed on the June Agenda. Before this local councillors will ask residents their opinions on these purchases. Clerk will cost lamps.

15/2009/0233/LB Erection of extension to garage to form dinning and sitting room, erection of entrance to porch at rear – listed building Granted. Gelli Gynan Hall Llandegla Road.

1. Cllr Christine Evans reported that she is always trying to gain improvements to our local roads. She had toured the community with D.C.C. Highways Officers, listing the most urgent maintenance, and is fully aware that traffic calming is needed in Eryrys. 

2. Cllr Christine advised residents who have difficulties putting their bins out for collection, should obtain a note from the doctor for D.C.C. who will then ensure they have assistance.

3. Homes that have been empty for longer than 6 months should be reported to Wendy Barnsley the Empty Housing Officer D.C.C. – homelessness is a big problem and empty properties are a waste of resources.

a. Although the Raven is doing well, there is a need for more volunteers for the survival of this community pub. 

b. There will be a concert at 7pm on Thursday 3rd June in St Garmon’s Church Llanarmon yn Ial, to raise money for the renovation to the Old Church School Room. 
c. Concerns regarding the A494 on the Llanbedr Road toward Ruthin before the bend at Llanbedr. The fence posts on the side of the road are hanging in mid-air; the road is cracking and appears to be moving towards the edge of the steep drop. Also, on the B5430 just before the bridge the road is subsiding.

d. As a School Governor M Holland reported the school is doing well, parents and Governors are pleased with the new Headteacher.

1. Council will discus in the June meeting the land that the community council own. To have it valued for sale or rental, at Llanarmon and Graianrhyd, following site meetings with councillors.

2. The Clerk wrote to D.C.C. to register the community council’s interest in keeping the old school playing field at Graianrhyd a recreational field for the community. Council agreed they would pay for the grass to be cut in order for this land to be used immediately. P Burkhill will contact the contractor (three quotations had been gained by the Clerk). Prop. C Evans Sec. P Burkhill. If this were the only land available then a fence would need erecting along with a pedestrian gate in the future. D.C.C. has replied that they are awaiting answers for change of use, before continuing with negotiations with the community council.

3. Enquiries were made into the possibility of land (100ftx40ft) being made available at the rear of Maes Gwyn housing estate Graianrhyd, to be used for a play-area. Unfortunately the present owner now lives abroad.

1. The Adjudication Panel for Wales is looking to appoint new members for code of conduct tribunals to determine cases refereed to them.
