5  ALL RIDERS must wear Hats which comply to BS4472, 6473, EN1384, PAS015 or PAS
accredited while mounted, whether exhibiting or not.

6  Young Handlers under 14 yrs of age MUST wear Hard Hats

7 All Colts must be handled by a person over 16 years of age and be adequately bitted and under
control.

8  An exhibitor may not knowingly exhibit a pony bred, sold, leased, produced, broken, or trained
by the judge, and /or his/her immediate family or employer. A rider may not ride in a Class
judged by someone for whom he/she has ridden in the show ring in the same year.

9 Lead Rein Ponies to be led by an attendant and shown in a snaffle bridle, the lead rein to be
attached to the noseband only.

10  Show Canes/Whips are not to exceed 30” (75cms). In Lead rein classes plain or leather covered
canes ONLY may be used

11  All Mountain & Moorland, Native / Traditional type horse or pony to be shown in natural state.

12 Exhibitors signatures on the Entry Form signifies acceptance of the above conditions
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
