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TO DOG OWNERS USING THIS COMMUNITY FIELD
Graianrhyd Community Field took a long time and a lot of work, to gain ownership from Denbighshire County Council. Now the community own it, there are exciting plans for its use, encouraging more people to come together and enjoy the outdoors. Later this summer, there will be a pond at the rear of the field, for everyone and especially our children, to experience the nature that is all around us. 

There will be a group of volunteers growing fruit, vegetables and herbs, which will be free for all members of this community to enjoy.

We are in the process of applying for grants for a small play area of swings, a slide etc.

We do want to include responsible owners of dogs to come and enjoy the field; but this field is NOT A DOG ONLY field; it is an important community space. 

We have put signs up to remind you and provided poop-bags – just in case you have forgotten to bring your own on this occasion.
If your dog poop’s on this field, we are asking you to be caring and responsible and pick it up; then place the bag in the bin by the gate. Too many dog owners are not doing this.
PLEASE, DO NOT BE THAT PERSON THAT WALKS AWAY 
AND LEAVES DOG POOP ON THE FIELD.
If the unacceptable amount of dog poop left on this field continues, then YOU will be forcing the community council to ban ALL dogs from the field.

To encourage a clean field we are installing CCTV  -  with a warning that dog owners, seen not picking up will be prosecuted and fined £1000.
Also, Denbighshire County Council will be asked to increase their dog wardens’ patrols.
